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Texas Two-Step for Barack Ohama

Everything's bigger in Texas, including your vote! That's right,

Step 1:Vote for Obama in the Texas primary.

If you miss out on early voting,
you can still vote March 4, at your precinct polling station
from 7:00 a.m. to 7: 00 p.m.

Step 2: Caucus for Obama on Election Night.

Once you vote in the Texas Democratic Primary, you can go
back to your precinct polling location on Election Night
March 4th, and caucus for Obama. It's simple, it's easy and it
can get Obama 25% more delegates. All you have to do is go
to your precinct polling location at 7:15 pm, sign in for
Obama, and leave. That's it, but your extra effort could be the
difference on election night that delivers Texas for Barack!

Q: What do I need to vote?

You must be registered to vote in Travis county, bring your voter ID
card, OR a picture ID, OR two pieces of mail with your name and
address.

Q: How do I know what precinct | live in?

Go to http://www.traviscountytax.org/showVoterNameSearch.do
and type in your name. Click on your certificate number and they will
tell you what precinct you live in, and where the polling location is for
the March 4 election and caucus.

Q: Why should I vote early?

Early voting can be done at any early voting location around Travis
County so you can fit it into your schedule. If you wait until Election
Day to vote, you can vote ONLY at your precinct polling location and
you may face long lines as a record turn out is expected. So vote early if
you can, but remember the Two Step! Even if you voted early, it is
important to come back to your precinct location and caucus on
election night!
